EYFS & Key Stage 1

EYFS:

Understanding the World (UW) involves guiding children to make sense of their physical world and their community through opportunities to explore, observe and find out about people, places,
technology and the environment. UW is broken down into three aspects: People and Communities, The World, Technology

ELG 13 People and communities:

« Children talk about past and present events in their own lives and in the lives of family members.

* They know that other children don't always enjoy the same things, and are sensitive to this. « They know about similarities and differences between themselves and others, and among families,

communities and traditions.

ELG 14 The world:

+ Children know about similarities and differences in relation to places, objects, materials and living things.

* They talk about the features of their own immediate environment and how environments might vary from one another.

KS1:

* To develop an awareness of the past using common words and phrases relating to the passing of time. E.g. before | was born, when | was younger... using words such as: before, after, past, present,
then, now correctly

=  To know where people they study fit within a chronological framework and identify similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods.

=  They should use a wide vocabulary of everyday historical terms

= They should ask and answer questions, choosing and using parts of stories and other sources to show that they know and understand key features of events

=  They should understand some of the ways in which we find out about the past and identify different ways in which it is represented.

Pupils should be taught:

Changes within living memory - where possible aspects of change within national life; events beyond living memory significant nationally or globally (e.g. The Great Fire of London, the first aeroplane flight,
events commemorated through festivals or anniversaries To know about lives of significant individuals who have contributed to national and international achievements (e.g. Elizabeth |, Queen Victoria,
Christopher Columbus, Neil Armstrong, Mary Seacole, Florence Nightingale.

To appreciate that some famous people have helped our lives to be better

Key Stage 2:

»  Pupils continue to develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history, establishing clear narratives within and across the periods they study.

* They note connections, contrasts and trends over time and develop the appropriate use of historical terms.

»  They regularly address and sometimes devise historically valid questions about change, cause, similarity and difference, and significance.

=  They construct informed responses that involve thoughtful selection and organisation of relevant historical information,

»  They understand how our knowledge of the past is constructed and shaped from a range of sources. In planning progression, we ensure that we teach both local and world history and encourage our
pupils in further research to deepen their understanding.

Pupils will learn about various events from: Changes in Britain from Stone Age to the Iron Age, the Roman Empire and its impact on Britain, Britain's settlements by Anglo-Saxons and Scots, the Vikings and
Anglo-Saxon Struggle, British history beyond 1066, achievements of the earliest civilisations, Ancient Greece and a non-European society
